WHAT IS IN YOUR HAND? 

Guatemala: Leah’s Kids—Leah’s House 
Leah's house is an orphan home that houses 15 or-

phans and 2 house parents at the Casa Angelina or-

phanage.  It costs $41,000 per year to provide food, 

education, and care for the orphans in Leah's House.  

Our goal: $10,000 to support Leah's House   

Guatemala: Leah’s Kids—Widow’s Home 
Leah's Kids partners with local communities near the 

orphanage and, in particular, provides homes for wid-

ows who are living in extreme poverty.  

Our goal: $7,500 this year to build a home for a wid-

ow in one of these surrounding communities  

Nepal—Motorcycles for Ministry 
Due to the growth of The Wesleyan church in Nepal, 

there are churches without local pastors. Trained pas-

tors travel many miles to minister to other churches 

and most of them do not have transportation.  

Our goal: to provide five pastors with a motorcycle; 

Cost: $2500 each  

Mexico—Casas por Cristo 
We have a trip planned to Mexico March 10-17 to help 

build houses for families in extreme poverty. Cost is 

approximately $850; $150 deposit is due by November 

5th.  If you would like more information about this trip, 

circle #3 on your connection card.
